PEACE OF MIND SAFETY PLAN
Greetings!
	Thank you for your desire to be a part of the Mesquite Church of Christ Children’s Ministry. We believe that God has blessed our congregation with all the children who enter its doors. Creating an environment where children can grow close to God is extremely important. Not only do the children need to learn the important truths God has provided in His Word, but the context in which they learn needs to be as safe as possible. In order to create such a place and to give parents the Peace of Mind necessary, the leaders of the Mesquite Church of Christ have decided to implement a safety plan. We are aware that with all our efforts to protect children, there is always a risk that something could happen. The process below represents out best effort at screening volunteers who work with children from birth through sixth grade. All individuals who participate in the Children’s Ministry will be required to fulfill all the requirements listed below. If you have any questions regarding any of the items, please see Dan Morrow (Children’s Minister), Glen Gilmore, Brad Archer (our Children’s Ministry deacons) or any of the elders. Thanks again for your cooperation in creating a safe place for God’s children at Mesquite Church of Christ.
All volunteers working with children must complete the following items prior to beginning service in the children’s ministry:
1. Background Check
a. The background check is attached to this packet. Please complete and give it to Dan Morrow. All individuals must clear the background check. Should your check produce any red flags, those issues will be kept confidential and be discussed on a case by case basis with the Children’s Minister and an elder. 
2. Get to Know You Form
a. This form is to provide us with a little information about you.
3. Get to Know You Conversation
a. This is a brief meeting between you and the Children’s Minister or Children’s Ministry area leader. The goal here is to discuss your desire to be a part of the Children’s Ministry and determine the best fit for you as a volunteer. You will also be able to ask any questions you have regarding how the Children’s Ministry operates. The conversation will not last longer than 10 minutes.
4. 6 Month Waiting Period
a. All volunteers working with children must be members of the Mesquite Church of Christ for at least 6 months prior to working with children. Exceptions to this can potentially include returning members who have been away or large group activities or events in which the 6 month rule would be impractical.
5. Children’s Ministry 101 Orientation
a. This is an orientation to the Children’s Ministry at Mesquite Church of Christ. The orientations will be scheduled twice a year and last about an hour. Work with children may begin prior to attending the orientation but at the earliest opportunity to take part, your presence is requested.
